Reauthorization of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act in the 106th Congress
May-June 1999

Clinton administration and Department of Education introduce Educational Excellence for All Children Act, its reauthorization proposal, on Hill.

October 1999

Students Results Act (Title I reauthorization, apart from ESEA) passes in the House Education and Labor Committee, then passes in the full House.

Academic Achievement for All Act (“Straight A’s”) passes as a separate measure in both committee and full House.

November 1999
Clinton’s 100,000 new teachers initiative is approved

Clinton adds provision into Title I in budget negotiation that allocates $134 million to be used in school improvement/corrective action schools. 

Senate HELP Committee Chair James Jeffords circulates draft with proposed basic provisions for the ESEA; it is not based on the Clinton administration’s proposal.

Sen. Joseph Lieberman proposes the “Public Education Reinvestment, Reinvention,  and Responsibility Act” (“Three R’s”), calling for consolidation of 60 ESEA programs across 5 broad areas. 

March 2000
Senate Health, Education, Labor, and Pensions Committee approves S2 along partisan lines.  Amendments for portability and Straight A’s are approved. 

Secretary Riley denounces the Senate committee bill, while Clinton threatens to veto. 

Lieberman’s introduces “3R’s” compromise on Senate Floor 

May 2000
Full Senate takes up S2, ESEA reauthorization bill as passed by the committee.

DEMOCRATS REFUSE TO VOTE FOR CLOTURE ON DEBATE.  ESEA BILL DIES.

Appendix B

Chronology of Passage of No Child Left Behind Act in 107th Congress

December 2000 – President-elect Bush invites Congressional leaders, including selected “New Democrats,” to Austin during transition to encourage bipartisan work an education bill

January 2001 – Bush sends his “No Child Left Behind” blueprint proposal to the Hill

March 2001 – House Committee on Education and the Workforce approves HR1

March 8, 2001 – Senate Health, Education Labor and Pensions Committee approves S1, the “Better Education for Students and Teachers” (BEST) Act of 2001

March and April 2001 -- Senate negotiating group, consisting of New Democrats, Republicans, and later Kennedy, meets separately from the HELP committee to draft an alternative bill, which will become the base package for the Senate floor (instead of the HELP committee-reported bill)

May 9, 2001 – HR1 goes to House floor

May 23, 2001 – House approves HR1 by vote of 384-45 

May 24, 2001 – Senate HELP Committee Chair James Jeffords switches parties while S1 is on the floor; chairmanship passes to Edward Kennedy

June 14, 2001 – Senate approves S1 by vote of 91-8

June – December 2001 – Conference committee meets

December 13, 2001 – House approves conference report

December 18, 2001 – Senate approves conference report

January 8, 2002 – President Bush signs No Child Left Behind Act in Hamilton, Ohio
